· Collaborated with the American Library Association (ALA) and the Association for Career and Technical Education (ACTE) to promote the Poetry and Poster Contest and NCD Month to their members through online publications. 

· Hosted a webinar about the contest for State Coordinators on October 12, 2016.
· Wrote a Career Convergence article to promote the contest and encourage membership participation in National Career Development Month.

· Set up a “Drop Box” for historical tracking and documentation of the contest.
· Coordinated with State Coordinators for annual contest and added winning entries into Dropbox to track annual participation by category.

· Recruited judges for national/final in-person contest.

· Facilitate the national/final in-person contest on April 7, 2017 with awards notifications for this year’s contest and contest winning entries sent to NCDA office by April 17, 2017.
· Collaborate with American Library Association to develop a plan to potentially implement the NCD Month Poetry and Poster Contest in conjunction with summer literacy programming.
· Collaborate with ACTE to continue to promote the contest and determine other potential levels of partnership, as appropriate for their members. 
· Continue to recruit committee members and additional State Coordinators to support the contest.
