We are delighted to announce a new intervention to support people who are unemployed and underemployed. We are interested in expanding the impact of this project, which is why we have chosen to share this project with the NCDA community. With so many people struggling with unemployment and underemployment, we have formed an international collaboration of career counselors, vocational psychologists, and other career experts to create the Work Intervention Network (WIN). The WIN team has created four-module workshop that offers both practical and emotional support for individuals facing work insecurity. Since creating WIN, dozens of facilitators at career centers, such as Jewish Vocational Service (JVS) agencies, have been trained to lead the workshops with participants who have benefited from the content of the workshops as well as the secure space to connect with others in similar situations. 
As WIN has continued to grow, our team is seeking to train new career counselors who are interested in facilitating the WIN workshop. We are offering free training, which consists of a ninety-minute session via Zoom. There is no cost for any aspect of this initiative. We will ask the facilitators to help with our evaluation process (15 minutes of survey questions at the beginning and end of the workshop series). Because WIN is a fairly new intervention, we are dedicated to gathering data about the workshop’s effectiveness.
